	Read Your Scores
	Make a Revision Plan

	· Look at both numbers and comments
· Check which areas scored highest/lowest
· Notice patterns in feedback
	· Start with highest-point sections
· Focus on specific suggestions
· Keep track of changes made
	· Use AI suggestions that fit your style
· Don’t accept every AI change
· Balance feedback with your ideas
