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Lesson 1
Topic: Students are to create a two-part Digital Story on a STEM person or famous scientist/engineer/coder from history or from today. The second part of the Digital story should contain an Autobiography or hobby of the student ideally related to STEM persona. Students can talk about their life, background and their hobbies and possibly future career plans.

Step 1: Digital Storytelling Lesson (10 minutes)
· Introduce Digital Storytelling
· Show sample Digital Stories from www.distco.org/gallery
· Explain how Digital Stories can be powerful tools to tell one’s message.
· Analyze a sample digital story and show them what makes that digital story interesting
· Originality of the story
· Effects
· Emotion of the music
· Voice of the narrator
· Great Visuals, etc.
Step 2: Tell students about Digital Storytelling Process and what makes digital stories effective (10 minutes)
· Tell students about Digital Storytelling Process
· Writing and Drafting 
· Research 
· Script 
· Storyboard 
· Collecting Multimedia 
· Use Video Software 
· Narrate Story (Recording Voice) 
· Show/explain to them Elements of Digital Storytelling

Step 5: Have students pick a STEM Persona
· Have students to research (10 minutes max, have them decide on their STEM persona)
· Pick your STEM Persona (15 minutes)
· This document contains a list of important figures, scientists, engineers, persons in STEM-related fields
· Have students choose one persona and conduct research about their persona regarding:
· Why is this person important?
· What are their achievements?
· What is their life and background? 
· Why did you pick this person?
· How do you identify with this person?
Step 6: Draft and Script using AI tools
· Have students create a google doc under their folder (20 minutes) 
· After students are familiar with what Digital Storytelling is, it is time for them to craft their digital story using AI tools. The AI tools for drafting and scripting are ChatGPT and Quillbot. 
1. ChatGPT (https://chat.openai.com/) will be strictly used for brainstorming ideas and not copying and pasting script content. Students will use ChatGPT to get inspiration. They may use it to choose and learn about their persona. The main rule to use this AI tool is for students to press the “copy link” and share it with instructors to make sure students are not plagiarizing or omitting their own creative content.
2. QuillBot (https://quillbot.com/) is a paraphrasing AI tool. Students will use it after they have drafted their script to refine language and grammar usage.
· Create a Group folder for your group, example, “Group 1 Yoseline and Anique” under Mentor Shared Folder>STUDENT FOLDERS 2024
· Under your Group folder, create a folder for each student, Example: “John Smith” 
· Ask students to create a folder for each camp topic 
· Scratch

· Ask students to open a new Google Doc under their Digital Storytelling folder. This document will serve as their script. 
· In the script: 
· Part 1: Talk about their STEM persona 
· Include the title of the story and say it was created by …. name of the student. 
· Describe achievements of the STEM Person. 
· Indicate why the person was selected.
· Indicate how this person inspires you. 
· Part 2: About Me 
· Include the name of the student again 
· Indicate the student’s age, background, and family 
· Identify hobbies, interests, etc. 
Step 7: Training on How to use WeVideo (15-20 minutes) 
· How does timeline work? 
· How to insert media? 
· How to insert music? 
· How to include transitions & Animations? 
· How to record and use microphone? 
Lesson 2: DIGITAL STORYTELLING
Step 1: Create WeVideo accounts for students 
Step 2: Add them under your group/class 
Step 3: Introduce WeVideo software
· Describe and model Interface.
· Describe timelines (begin with a simple timeline with one track only, then advance to the advanced timeline with multiple tracks).
· Full-featured Timeline vs
· Simplified Timeline
· Show how to use Image Editing.
· Demonstrate how to modify display times for images.
· Demonstrate how to clip images/videos in the timeline.
· Demonstrate how to add media.
· Demonstrate how to add music.
Step 4: Have students collect multimedia using AI tool Nightcafe Creator (15 minutes)
· Students will use their Gmail account to log into NightCafe Creator: https://creator.nightcafe.studio/
· Students could also use Canva AI Image creator by signing in using their Gmail accounts: https://www.canva.com/ai-image-generator/
· Students have a limited number of images until they need to choose the “switch to free generations” option.
· Students will write their description for the AI image-generating tool to create the image.
· Have students use WeVideo images, audio, and videos to avoid copyright issues.
· Students will need 15-20 images for the video.


LESSON 3
Step 1: Have students import their images to WeVideo
Step 2: Have students place their images on their timelines (25 minutes)
· Have students place images.
· Have students make edits.
· The image display time is 5 seconds by default, but it can be modified as needed.
· Have students add transitions.
· Have students use editing tools.
Step 3: Narration -Voice Recording (25 minutes)
· Show students how to record using a microphone.
· Have students turn off their mics and ask them to record.
· Students can read their scripts.
· Ask students to go to a quiet room to record. You can place them in breakout rooms.
· Students will then use Adobe Podcast AI (https://podcast.adobe.com/enhance#) to clean up audio for free. They will input their audio by choosing the recorded file to attach.
Step 4: Finalize Video (15 minutes)
· Have students export their videos to WeVideo.
· Have students make their projects PUBLIC not PRIVATE.
· Save students’ final video links to the STUDENT PROJECTS SPREADSHEET.
