Background:

Zines are homemade, or DIY/Do It
Yourself, magazines that work
outside the traditional publishing
system.

Shortened from fan magazines or
“fanzines," they arose during the
science fiction era of the 40s,
typically focusing on a single
subject.

By the 70s-90s, they came to be
known for their association with
punk, feminist/riot grrr, and
LGBTQ+ creators.

Zines give creators of all kinds a
chance to share their voice

because of their relative ease of
creation.

Building Community

Building classroom community is
important, and can be challenging
when there are bariers like
distance (in an online class) or
language. Sharing aspects of our
own culture can be beneficial for
building rapport and empathy.
Students shared their culture zines
via recorded videos in order to
help build community across the
virtual classroom.

Make sure you generally know
what you are going to write and
how it will be laid out. Storyboards
are comics of sorts that are used
to sketch out the basics of a story
(often seen n the film industry).
Because you are only going to do
eight pages for this particular
assignment, you should at least
have an idea as to what topic each
page will cover and how it will be
presented. You certainly don't
want to limit creativity, but you
also want to make sure you use
your materials and ideas in the
best way possible.

Zines are a low-barrier way for
students to practice and explore
language. Students can include
more images or text, depending on
their age/grade and language
proficiency. Drafting, creating,
revising, publishing, and sharing
written work allows students to
engage in the writing process
without the pressure of formal
essay assignments. Sharing their
zines with others allows students

The original assignment and zine
research we did used the video-
based discussion site Fiip,
formerly Flipgrid. The Fip platform
provided a means for our students
to share their zines and build
community through short videos.
Unfortunately, Microsoft killed Flip
in July and removed it fully in
September. The above are
suggestions for alternatives.

This evaluation rubric includes a
gallery walk (i., publication and
discussion). This is ideal for face-
to-face and synchronous contexts.
